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INTERWOVEN—Catalog Information 
 

GBB members are working on a grant application to print a 

catalog of the Interwoven exhibit. Each piece of art work will 

have a picture in the catalog and there will be some written information about the artist 

and the piece next to each photograph.

GBB RETREAT— 2010 
The 2010 GBB Retreat will be Tuesday, May 

18th through Friday, May 21st. We will meet 

again at the beautiful Zephyr Point Conference 

Center at Lake Tahoe, Nevada. The cost for the

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      Plant of the Month:  Rabbit Brush

               Rabbit brush is an extremely common steppe shrub.  It is as common in the 

Great Basin as sage brush and grows along side it.  It does require more moisture than 

sage brush.  It is a shrub that can grow seven feet tall, but locally it grows most gener-

ally from two to three feet tall.  It has straight, slender and erect branches.  There are 

two large and variable species of rabbit brush.  The most common is the gray rabbit 

brush ( Chrysothamnus nausesus) meaning ―heavy scented‖. A second common species 

is green rabbit brush ( Chrysothamnus viscidiflorus) which lacks wooly pubescence 

and, thus, appears greener. When ground has been cultivated and native sage removed, 

rabbit brush will take over first. 

            

Rabbit brush comes alive with cadmium yellow flowers from August to Octo-

ber.  The leaves of the plant are gray to green.  For allergy sufferers beware as 

this pungent plant can cause severe hay fever symptoms for some people.   

Use in basketry: 

            Though very brittle, the branches are used for spokes in free form bas-

kets.  Leaves, stems and flowers can be couched onto baskets as decorative 

embellishments. Leaves and flowers combined with a mordant will make a 

dye.  

Harvesting: 

            Collect when it is green and use immediately.  In winter the plant goes 

dormant and snow and wind break the branches as they become brittle.
