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The Creative Fire: How to Judge your Finished Piece —Going from Conformity to Curiosity--questions to as k 

1. Ask: I wonder what would happen if---I didn't know where to start? 
2. How do I work? What are my materials and how are they manipulated--as a whole or in pieces? Do I add on or take 
off? Build rapidly or slowly? 
3. Am I open or reserved? 
4. What are my pieces doing? How are they presented? 
5. Where are my opportunities? 
6. Where are my blocks? 
7. Is my work orderly or jumbled or busy? Does it relate to what I'm saying? 
8. Are there light and heavy areas? What is the heavy area? 
9. How does this piece speak to me and, later, to others? 
10. Where is the most visual emphasis? 
11. Where is the division of choice and which way did I go? 
12. What is necessary to the statement? 
13. Where did I go with the looks of the piece (aesthetics), rather than judgement to change. Is that a compromise to the 
statement? 
14. Is it flat or dimensional? precise or exacting? Loose or resistant? 
15. Do you build one step at a time? Preplan or just wander? (don't make judgement on this) 
16. Relationships of the parts: do they touch, overlap, or not touch physically? 
17. Does my mind wander? How does that relate to my work? 

How to make a successful piece of art: 
 
1. What is the piece talking about? 
2. Think about the structure. View it from all angles, inside and out. Note what a person can see. 
  Decide if you want them to see it or not. 
3. Is it doing everything it needs to? Can it be more? Less? How does it relate to the other parts of itself? (Ask the above 
questions about yourself, too.) 
4. Are all the parts or additions where they speak the most clearly? 
6. Are there any foreign parts? 
7. Is the piece clearer or cleaner without foreign parts, or is the foreign part necessary to make the statement 
clearer? 
8. Is movement involved? Has it been considered in the piece?

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9. Does light have a part? Where? Can it be accented or strengthened? 
10. Make a list of words that relate to yourself--where you are personally. Then relate 
it to your work. 
11. The answer isn't the answer. It is really the question. 
12. When you begin an experience, the piece tells you things you weren't aware of. This is wh.en you have some 
answers. 
13. Seek out what you thought you saw rather than what you saw. 
14. A challenge: everything you look at, look inside for the inner structure and what 

supports it.
