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MONSTERS AND MAIDENS  
shows at the Nevada Museum of Art and features thousands of imaginative and deli-
cately-crafted ceramic vessels adorned with snarling dragons, medieval maidens, and intricate 
insects, created in the late 19th century. It brings to mind contemporary Arizona basket artist 
Carol Eckert, whose coiled vessels are held up by imaginative animals made, I think, with dyed 
linen threads coiled over coated wire and embellished. 
A tip of the raffia hat and a fond farewell to Maxine Kirmeyer, California’s first full-time basket 
artist, teacher, author, and co-founder of Bay Area Basket Makers. After attending an eastern 
conference where the baskets all came in kits, Maxine came home and taught her students how 
to make a basket, mostly in nature’s materials, where you were open to the creative outcome. As 
BABM’s Nancy Briemle said, Maxine “broke the barrier of staying in the lines and exposed 
people to a new attitude about basketry.” Contemporary basketry is a brand new art form in the 
U.S., and Maxine is a strong part of its history.

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HEART BASKET  THIRD THURSDAY WORKSHOP, JANUARY 
21, 2010

(no later than 3 p.m.) 

 
 Make Check, payable to Margaret Marshall for $15.00, $20.00 non-members  
This basket, beginner to advanced, will take roughly 3+ hours to complete. 
If you precut your spokes and weavers, soak them briefly then place them in plastic zip-lock bags before 
coming to the workshop, you would avoid the need for a soaking bucket. 
If your materials are all ready it will save some time and you might want to bring enough materials and start a 
second Heart Basket.   
MATERIALS:   
 #3 RR: cut 3 spokes 36" long,  cut 15 spokes 20" long,  bring an extra long piece in case spokes break       
#2 RR: 3 long pieces, each roughly 4+ feet long,  
1/4" FR: cut 7 weavers 35" long ,   

No materials will be supplied. 
You will also need  

a pair of needle nose pliers, a small ruler, pencil, spray bottle  and about a dozen twist ties.  (Use white ties 
from the produce section of the grocery store as colored ones might dye onto the reed.) 

 
    A sack lunch and refreshment...and plenty of conversation!!!    

   
When I made my first Heart Basket I dyed the reed first.  Over 
time that basket faded.  Now, when it gets faded, I just re-dye 
it.  If you dye only the spokes, the heart shape will stand out. 

However, I don't think you would be able to re-dye it.  It is up to 
you if you want to dye your reed before or after you make the basket. 
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
