GIANT COILED BASKET PROJECT  

 
   The basket is progressing nicely.  We are still in need of 
panels.  Remember, panels must be six (6) inches square and 
have small attachment holes, approximately 1/2 inch 
apart, around the parameter so we can attach them to-
gether.  If you wish to make a panel that is oval, the top, sides 
and bottom must fit within the six inch square.  Place your at-
tachment holes in these areas.

 Again is listed the criteria for entering your art work in Interwoven 
 

The artwork must have an element which includes one or more of the following basket techniquesð
coiling, plating, twining, knotting, looping, stitching, or lashing. 

The person must be a current member of the Great Basin Basketmakers. 

The artwork has not previously been shown in an Interwoven exhibit. 

There is a $5. entry for each person payable to GBB. 

Each person may enter up to 5 pieces of artwork. 
Each person who enters will have at least one item in the exhibit. 
 

The 5 pieces of artwork submitted may or may not be for sale.  If you wish to sell you art work, there is 
a 35% commission to the Museum.  So please price your pieces accordingly.  If artwork is not juried into 
the exhibit, it may be sold in the Museum Shop on consignment with the same commission to the Mu-
seum. 

Art work must be delivered to the Museum Jan. 11-14th.  There will be a couple of cars going to 
Carson City during these days.  If you want to send your art work with someone, look for a car schedule at 
a later date.  If your are out of state and sending art work via mail, please send it to, Nevada State 
Museum, C/O Exhibits, Interwoven 2010, 600 North Carson St, Carson City, NV 89701.  The phone 
no. of the Museum is 687-4810.
