Basketry Workshops

September 16, 2010

9 am - 2:30 pm

Larry D. Johnson Center, Sparks
Triaxial Weave Basket
Instructor: Cindy Kinerson

Learn to weave in 3 different directions (as if 2 isn't enough)
with this Triaxial Weave Basket class. Triaxial weave, also
known as Mad Weave, is essentially twill plaiting in three
different directions. It creates beautiful patterns in the
weavers that can resemble quilt blocks. We will be weaving
these baskets out of 3 colors of large cardstock that Cindy
will measure and cut prior to class. The finished baskets will
be approximately 9" wide by 3" high. We will use yarn and/
or waxed linen to lash the rims. Cindy will bring plenty, but
if you have something you particularly like to use, feel free to bring it.

This is NOT a class for complete beginners. It is suggested that you've woven at least one basket
with twill plaiting, bias plaiting or hexagonal weave.

Class Fee:: $15 members, $20 non-members + $5 material fee

Tools to bring: scissors, at least 20 clothespins or clips, masking tape, a pencil with eraser, and an awl. If you
have any rubber stamps and ink - bring them as we will spend the first 15 minutes decorating some of the
weavers. Cindy will have rubber stamps, some colors of ink, yarn, linen, and some extra clips and tools.

You can bring baskets to either of the Mary Hetts’ workshops on August 28 or 29 at Cheryln Bennett's
home. There will be someone at each workshop to inventory and take them to Billie or Rima.
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Big Sagebrush: Asteraceae Artemisia Tridentata the

Leaf: Simple, alternate (but typically clustered at each node), persistent (but some
leaves are drought deciduous.) Small (1/2 to 2 inches long) and narrowly wedge-
shaped with a 3-lobe apex; silvery green and pubescent on both surfaces; strong
scented; sessile.

Flower: Monoecious. Very small, yellowish, and tubular; borne in small heads on
long, upright spikes; some flowers perfect and some imperfect.

Fruit: Very small achenes; 4 or 5 sided or ribbed.

Twig: Young twigs are slender, silvery-gray, and pubescent, becoming grayish brown
as they age.

Bark: Grayish brown, shreddy, and splitting lengthwise.

Form: An upright, evergreen shrub commonly growing from several feet to 15 feet tall.

Looks like: Bitterbrush — Stansbury cliffrose -- Apache plume

Harvesting: This is a very sensitive plant. The bark should never be peeled all the way
around as the plant will weaken. Branches are best harvested after the plant has died or
been bulldozed and remains on the ground. Don’t cut too much from one plant.

Basketry Use: The branches can be used as a base to create free-form rib and splint baskets
and as handles. Small soft leaf branches are used as core materials for coiled baskets or as
weaving material. Native Peoples twined sagebrush bark into clothing, mats, and sandals.
Cordage is also made from sagebrush bark.

We will be cutting and gathering natural materials around Paula Pennington's home in Markleeville, CA.

You will need to bring at potluck dish, water shoes, clippers and ties for your materials. I would suggest
bringing a change of clothes and shoes. This is a great opportunity to see native materials growing and also to
find out what they look like. Directions and details will be shared at the next GBB meeting on September 2.
